Opinion

Nature and continuance of operations

Palladium One Mining Inc. (“Palladium” or the "Company") is a mineral exploration company listed on the TSX Venture
Exchange (“TSX-V”) under the symbol “PDM”. The address of the Company's corporate head office and principal place
of business is 550 - 800 West Pender Street, Vancouver, BC, V6C 2V6.

On May 3, 2019, the Company changed its name from Nickel One Resources Inc. to Palladium One Mining Inc. and its
stock symbol from NNN to PDM. The Company also consolidated its share capital on a ratio of one (1) new post-
consolidated common share for every two (2) old pre-consolidated common shares. All shares and per share references in
these financial statements have been retroactively restated accordingly unless noted otherwise.

The business of exploring for minerals involves a high degree of risk and there can be no assurance that current exploration
programs will result in profitable mining operations. The recoverability of the carrying value of exploration properties and
the Company’s continued existence are dependent upon the preservation of its interest in the underlying properties, the
discovery of economically recoverable reserves, the achievement of profitable operations, or the ability of the Company
to raise alternative financing, if necessary, or alternatively upon the Company’s ability to dispose of its interests on an
advantageous basis. These material uncertainties may cast significant doubt as to the Company’s ability to continue as a
going concern.

The Company's ability to continue as a going concern is dependent upon its ability to fund its exploration and evaluation
programs. These financial statements do not reflect the adjustments to the carrying value of assets and liabilities and the
reported expenses and statement of financial position classification that would be necessary if the Company were unable
to realize its assets and settle its liabilities as a going concern in the normal course of business operations. Such adjustments
could be material.

These consolidated financial statements have been prepared in accordance with International Financial Reporting
Standards (“IFRS”) as issued by the International Accounting Standards Board (“[ASB”) and interpretations issued by the
International Financial Reporting Interpretations Committee (“IFRIC”).

The consolidated financial statements were approved by the Board of Directors on April 27, 2020.

In March 2020 the World Health Organization declared coronavirus COVID-19 a global pandemic. This contagious
disease outbreak, which has continued to spread, and any related adverse public health developments, has adversely
affected workforces, economies, and financial markets globally, potentially leading to an economic downturn. It is not
possible for the Company to predict the duration or magnitude of the adverse results of the outbreak and its effects on the
Company’s business or ability to raise funds.

Basis of presentation

The consolidated financial statements have been prepared on a historical cost basis, except for financial instruments
classified as financial instruments at fair value. All dollar amounts presented are in Canadian dollars unless otherwise
specified. In addition, these consolidated financial statements have been prepared using the accrual basis of accounting
except for cash flow information.

These consolidated financial statements include the accounts of the Company and its wholly-owned subsidiaries. Tyko

Mineral exploration and evaluation expenditures

Exploration and evaluation costs are recognized in profit or loss. Costs incurred before and after the Company has obtained
the legal rights to explore an area of interest are recognized in profit or loss until such time the technical feasibility and
commercial viability of extracting a mineral resource are demonstrable, after which such costs are capitalized. Upon
achieving production, costs for a producing property will be amortized on a unit of-production method based on the
estimated life of the ore reserves. The recoverability of the amounts capitalized for the undeveloped exploration and
evaluation assets is dependent upon the determination of economically recoverable ore reserves, confirmation of the
Company's interest in the underlying mineral claims, the ability to obtain the necessary financing to complete their
development, and future profitable production or proceeds from the disposition thereof.

Financial instruments
Classification

Financial assets are classified at initial recognition as either: measured at amortized cost, Fair value through profit or loss
(“FVTPL”), or fair value through other comprehensive income ("FVTOCI"). The classification depends on the Company’s
business model for managing the financial assets and the contractual cash flow characteristics. For assets measured at fair
value, gains and losses will either be recorded in profit or loss or OCI.

Fair value through profit or loss (“FVTPL”) — Financial assets carried at FVTPL are initially recorded at fair value and
transaction costs are expensed in the income statement. Realized and unrealized gains and losses arising from changes in
the fair value of the financial asset held at FVTPL are included in the income statement in the period in which they arise.

Fair value through other comprehensive income (“FVTOCI”) - Investments in equity instruments at FVTOCI are initially
recognized at fair value plus transaction costs. Subsequently, they are measured at fair value, with gains and losses arising
from changes in fair value recognized in other comprehensive income. There is no subsequent reclassification of fair value
gains and losses to profit or loss following the derecognition of the investment.

Financial assets at amortized cost - A financial asset is measured at amortized cost if the objective of the business model
is to hold the financial asset for the collection of contractual cash flows, and the asset's contractual cash flows are comprised
solely of payments of principal and interest. They are classified as current assets or non-current assets based on their
maturity date and are initially recognized at fair value and subsequently carried at amortized cost less any impairment.

Financial liabilities are measured at amortized cost, unless they are required to be measured at FVTPL or the Company
has opted to measure at FVTPL.

Measurement

Financial assets and liabilities at FVTPL are initially recognized at fair value and transaction costs are expensed in the
consolidated statement of operations and comprehensive loss. Realized and unrealized gains and losses arising from
changes in the fair value of the financial assets or liabilities held at FVTPL are included in the consolidated statement
operations and comprehensive loss in the period in which they arise. Where the Company has opted to designate a financial
liability at FVTPL, any changes associated with the Company's credit risk will be recognized in OCI.

Financial assets and liabilities at amortized cost are initially recognized at fair value, and subsequently carried at amortized
cost less any impairment.

Impairment

The Company assesses on a forward-looking basis the expected credit loss ("ECL") associated with financial assets
measured at amortized cost, contract assets and debt instruments carried at FVTOCI. The impairment methodology applied
depends on whether there has been a significant increase in credit risk. An impairment loss in respect of a financial asset
measured at amortized cost is calculated as the difference between its carrying amount and the present value of the
estimated future cash flows discounted at the asset’s original effective interest rate. Losses are recognized in profit or loss
and reflected in an allowance account against receivables. When a subsequent event causes the amount of impairment loss
to decrease, the decrease in impairment loss is reversed through profit or loss.

Income taxes

Income tax expense is comprised of current and deferred taxes. Current and deferred taxes are recognized in net income
except to the extent that they relate to a business combination or items recognized directly in equity or profit or loss.

Current income taxes are recognized for the estimated income taxes payable or receivable on taxable income or loss for
the current year and any adjustment to income taxes payable in respect of previous years. Current income taxes are
determined using tax rates and tax laws that have been enacted or substantively enacted by the year-end date.

Deferred tax assets and liabilities are recognized where the carrying amount of an asset or liability differs from its tax base,
except for taxable temporary differences arising on the initial recognition of goodwill and temporary differences arising
on the initial recognition of an asset or liability in a transaction which is not a business combination and at the time of the
transaction affects neither accounting nor taxable profit or loss.

Recognition of deferred tax assets for unused tax losses, tax credits and deductible temporary differences is restricted to
those instances where it is possible that future taxable profit will be available against which the deferred tax asset can be
utilized. At the end of each reporting year, the Company reassesses unrecognized deferred tax assets. The Company
recognizes a previously unrecognized deferred tax asset to the extent that it has become probable that future taxable profit
will allow the deferred tax asset to be recovered.

Provision

Provisions are recognized for liabilities of uncertain timing or amounts that have arisen as a result of past transactions,
including legal or constructive obligations. The provision is measured at the best estimate of the expenditure required to
settle the obligation at the reporting date.

Provision for environmental rehabilitation

The Company recognizes liabilities for statutory, contractual, constructive or legal obligations associated with the
retirement of exploration and evaluation assets and equipment, when those obligations result from the acquisition,
construction, development or normal operation of the assets. The net present value of future rehabilitation cost estimates
arising from the decommissioning of plant and other site preparation work is capitalized to the related asset along with a
corresponding increase in the rehabilitation provision in the period incurred. Discount rates using a pre-tax rate that reflect
the time value of money are used to calculate the net present value. The rehabilitation asset is depreciated on the same
basis as the related asset.

The Company’s estimates of reclamation costs could change as a result of changes in regulatory requirements, discount
rates and assumptions regarding the amount and timing of the future expenditures. These changes are recorded directly to
the related asset with a corresponding entry to the rehabilitation provision. The Company’s estimates are reviewed annually
for changes in regulatory requirements, discount rates, effects of inflation and changes in estimates.

Changes in the net present value, excluding changes in the Company’s estimates of reclamation costs, are charged to profit
or loss for the year.

For the years presented the Company has no provisions for environmental rehabilitation.

Financial instruments issued by the Company are classified as equity only to the extent that they do not meet the definition
of a financial liability or financial asset. The Company's common shares, share warrants, share options and flow-through
shares are classified as equity instruments. Incremental costs directly attributable to the issue of new shares or options are
shown in equity as a deduction, net of tax, from the proceeds.

The Company uses the residual approach when allocating the fair value of the share purchase warrants issued in
conjunction with the offering of units through a private placement. The Company determines the fair value of the common
share and the residual value is allocated to the share purchase warrant for unit offerings that contain a common share and
a share purchase warrant.

Flow-through shares

The Company will from time to time issue flow-through common shares to finance a significant portion of its exploration
program. Pursuant to the terms of the flow-through share agreements, these shares transfer the tax deductibility of
qualifying resource expenditures to investors. On issuance, the Company bifurcates the flow-through share into i) a flow-
through share premium, equal to the estimated premium, if any, investors pay for the flow-through feature, which is
recognized as a liability, and ii) share capital.

Upon expenditures being incurred, the Company derecognizes the liability and recognizes a future tax liability for the tax
reduction renounced to the shareholders. The pro-rata amount of the premium is recognized as finance income and the
related deferred tax is recognized as a deferred tax provision.

Proceeds received from the issuance of flow-through shares are restricted to be used only for Canadian resource property
exploration expenditures within a two-year period.

The Company may also be subject to a Part XI1.6 tax on flow-through proceeds renounced under the Look-back Rule, in
accordance with Government of Canada flow-through regulations. When applicable, this tax is accrued as a financial
expense until paid.

Share-based payments

The Company applies the fair value method of accounting for all stock option awards. Under this method, compensation
expense attributed to the award of options to employees is measured at the fair value of the award on the date of grant and
is recognized over the vesting period of the award. Share-based payments to non-employees are valued based on the fair
value of the service received, if reliably determinable, otherwise based on the fair value of the award granted. Valuation
is calculated based on the date at which the Company receives the service. If and when the stock options are ultimately
exercised, the applicable amounts of other equity reserves are transferred to capital stock.

The fair value of instruments granted is measured using the Black-Scholes Option Pricing Model, taking into account the
terms and conditions under which the instruments are granted. The fair value of the awards is adjusted by an estimate of
the number of awards that are expected to vest as a result of non-market conditions. At each statement of financial position
date, the Company revises its estimates of the number of options that are expected to vest based on the non-market
conditions including the impact of the revision to original estimates, if any, with corresponding adjustments to equity.

Foreign currency translation

The functional currency of an entity is the currency of the primary economic environment in which the entity operates.
The functional currency of the Company and its subsidiaries is the Canadian dollar. The functional currency determinations
were conducted through an analysis of the consideration factors identified in 1AS 21, The Effects of Changes in Foreign
Exchange Rates.

Transactions in currencies other than the functional currency for an entity are recorded at exchange rates prevailing on the
dates of the transactions.

Credit Risk

Credit risk is the risk that one party to a financial instrument will cause a financial loss for the other party by failing to
discharge an obligation.

Other Market Price Risk

The Company is exposed to price risk with respect to commodity and equity prices. Equity price risk is defined as the
potential adverse impact on the Company’s earnings due to movements in individual equity prices or general movements
in the level of the stock market. Commodity price risk is defined as the potential adverse impact on profit or loss and
economic value due to commodity price movements and volatilities. The Company closely monitors commodity prices of
gold, silver and copper, individual equity movements, and the stock market to determine the appropriate course of action
to be taken by the Company.

Currency risk
